II.  Course Description:

In World History, students will be studying major world events from 2500 BC through 1990 AD.  Students will learn about significant events and movements which have helped to form the world events of today.  Students will specifically study the development of empires in India, China, Africa and Asia Minor, in addition to the development early western civilization in Europe and the Americas.  In addition to historical events, students will be utilizing maps to further develop their geography skills.

IV.  Course Objectives, The “Big Ideas”:

Upon completion of this class, it is expected that students will be able to do the following:

1. Be able to explain the ways different areas of the world were developing different political, economic and social systems.

2. Be able to identify and discuss the consequences of trade routes and the types of people, ideas, goods and diseases that traveled along these routes and how this contact affected the development of different political, economic and social systems.

3. Be able to analyze the causes and consequences of exploration, including the spread and interaction between world religions.

4. Be able to label, read and interpret maps, graphs and charts.

VI.  Course Materials and Resources:

· Textbook:  Glencoe World History.  Replacement cost for this textbook is $80, so please take care of it and don’t lose your copy.

· Students will need to have paper for note-taking (a spiral note-book works well), a folder for holing papers (a two-pocket folder or binder) and something to write with.  Students will NOT be given a pencil or pen to use if they do not have one. You will need your Ipad each day in class.
VII.   Behavior Expectations and Consequences:

1. Come to class prepared.  Bring your Ipad, textbook, notebook, writing utensils and any assignments.  Note:  Please use only blue and black pens or pencil.
2. No Food!  You may bring bottled beverages only; however, this privilege may be revoked if students take advantage of it. 

3. Be respectful of your fellow classmates and the teacher.  Allow others the opportunity to express their opinions even when you disagree.

4. The teacher’s desk area, the cabinets and book shelves are off limits to students.

5. Purses and Book bags: Book bags, backpacks and purses should be kept under students desks at all times.  
6. End of Class Routine: At the end of class, students are expected to remain in their seats until the bell rings.  Students will NOT be allowed to line up at the door.
7. Technology Usage: We will use technology, including I pads, to increase learning in this class.  However, all technology should be used for educational purposes and at the express instruction of the teacher.  Any inappropriate technology usage will result in consequences.  (Private dining, call home, ect.)

8. Behavior Consequences Plan:  If a student is not adhering to any of the above rules and/or other school policy you may expect the following steps to be taken: 
1st Offence: Verbal warning / Private discussion with the student
2nd Offence: Call home

3rd Offence: After school detention with me
4th Offence: Referral to appropriate administrator  
VIII. Absences and Tardies: 

· When a student is absent, it is his/her responsibility to find out what was missed.  Students may pick up his/her missing work from the missing work folder in the classroom.  It is the student’s responsibility to check the missing work folder when he/she returns to school.  As for notes, the student should ask a classmate if the notes can be copied.  If this is a problem, the student should speak with the teacher.  
· If a test is given when you are absent, it must be made up either before school or after school.  Make-up tests will NOT be given during class time.

· Students will be marked Tardy if they are not in the classroom when the bell rings.  So long as students are inside the door and are proceeding towards their assigned seat, a tardy will not be given.  Students standing at or outside the door will be marked tardy! 
IX.  Assignments and Grading Policy

1. Assignments: All assignments are due at the BEGINNING of class, unless otherwise directed.  No-name papers will automatically be counted as late and receive the same penalty (see below)

· Formative Assessment—35%

2. Late Assignment Policy:  All late assignments will receive a 25% reduction in the grade, regardless of when it is turned in or the reason for the lateness.   I accept MOST late work until the last day of the class however extremely late work will only be worth only 50% of its original value.  
3. No Name Papers: All no-name papers will be treated as late, thus receiving a 25% reduction in the earned score.
